Silver Key Senior Apartments will provide 50 affordable homes for seniors,
including 13 units for veterans exiting homelessness.

Bentley Commons will provide 192 affordable homes for a variety of household
types, including 24 units for veterans exiting homelessness.

The Launchpad permanent supportive housing will provide 50 homes for
youth exiting homelessness completed financing and broke ground.

Qualifying the City for new affordable housing funds through Proposition 123
by committing to increase affordable housing by 3% per year over three years.

Overall, in program year 2023, the City supported 2,117 new multifamily
affordable housing units under construction with tax credits awarded,
private activity bonds assigned, fee rebates or tax rebates provided.
